| told you s0," as there are the arguments, rather than facing this one with the
responsibility for handling her own problems, if she is allowed to lean on others, she will
refuse to take the responsibility for her own life. Now see the danger in this, for this one
would remain immature for a great, long period of time if there is not given responsibility for
this marriage and for this life.

There will be the times of difficulty; there will be the financial problems. These will be
worked out if they are left alone and allowed to make progress within themselves.

Question 5: What about her husband?

Answer 5: This has been given.

Question 6: When will my husband (name) make Captain?

Answer 6: We would see several months yet, about June, should be proper time.
Question 7: Will our family relations improve?

Answer 7: We would see in this manner: That as each would tend to be the less
independent in his own problems or looking out for self, as might be said. And we see the
family as a unit, as all belonging to all, there will be the drawing together and improvement
in the relationships.

Answer 10: We see no problems that might be given here. Would be, however, well to
point out that the nervousness, the unsettled condition within the mother are programming
the children even at this time for ill health, particularly in small ways; particularly colds and
headaches from tension and nerves, for these are often mentioned by the mother. Now
seek that these would not be programmed as ordinary or necessary part of life. Seek to be
healthy, to appear healthy at all times, and happy. Never allow arguments or
dissatisfaction to be seen in front of these. See happiness and harmony as the standard
of life, as common place.

It would be well for the mother, particularly in the coloration of the hair, to avoid those
products that would oxidize or to take substance from the hair. They should be replaced.
There should be the use of lanolin on the scalp for the sealing of the aura. There will be
found less nervous tension by doing so, for the aura has been damaged in this manner.

Seek these within the self and guidance and growth from within The key word here for this
one is belief. That is, believe in self and strongly in that which would come as spiritual
guidance, particularly from within.

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Now it should be given for this one, and the mother in particularly, that there is the feeling
now of desire to take the matriarchal role or, that is, there is the feeling within this mother
of wanting to be of value, of assistance, of service to the children, and there is the
tendency on subconscious levels to create problems that are not there, for this reason, for
the reason of being helpful.

Be careful that you see these children always healthy, happy, and handling
problems in a mature manner Create that situation within that you would see as being
proper and beneficial, and you will see the fruits that you pray for; believing already that
you have received, will be given of the Divine.

Now that you would see in the opposite manner, those words, those concerns that this or
that might happen will as well produce effects. These will become manifest, for that is what
you pray for, believing. What you see in your heart and expect in your heart, this is that
which you pray for. This is that which you believe in, and this is that which you create. Be
not responsible, therefore, for failure, but for strength and growth, by seeing it as being so.
Trust in Him who gave life, who gave strength and understanding. Trust Him to add
understanding as it is needed. And as He takes care of the sparrows who fall, will He not
indeed take care of His own?
